The
extents will thus potentially be most unrepresentative in areas with a
relatively flat floodplain where defences are present, but Zone 3b has not
been specifically modelled. Where development needs to be allocated in
these areas, or where unallocated development is proposed, additional
modelling may need to be undertaken to confirm the extents of the Flood
Zone 3b. Consideration must also be given to the "functionality” of

the floodplain with respect to the presence of existing development

and infrastructure.
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
